Antimicrobial Effects on the Legionella Bacteria

Legionella proliferates when sanitary conditions are not properly maintained in such environments
where water is circulated; as in cooling towers, hot baths, pools, humidifiers, and hot water heaters.

Infection caused by this Legionella bacteria is called Legionnaires’ disease, which involves a high
impaired consciousness. When such symptoms sharply

fever, nausea, and

breathing difficulty,
deteriorated, it may result in death.

Care must be given to people with weak resistance, such as infants and the elderly, and those who
already have another illness because they are vulnerable to infections.

Zeomic demonstrates antimicrobial effects even against Legionella bacteria!
